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Fist Full of Films 2007 update

Fist Full of Films 2007 continues to ascend to greater heights with a substantial increase in support from
the Federal funding body, the Australian Film Commission. The last month has also seen the production of a
television commercial by Fist Full of Films producer Sean Kavanagh and Cutting Edge’s Todd Williams, as
part of that company’s fantastic support for Fist Full. Look out for the ad on Channel Nine over the next six
weeks.

The Screen Culture Panel and Seabreeze Screening at the Groove Café in Nightcliff on May 2 was a
great success. Small numbers at the panel discussion were compensated by the quality of the discussion,
which covered everything from how to get a five minute film made in the next ten weeks to how to get a
feature film made without a funding source in the local film office.

The Seabreeze Screening saw around 60 film buffs emerge from the woodwork to watch a selection of
last year’s finalists from all three sections. Audience response was unanimously rapturous, the inspiration
almost palpable, with dozens of watchers confirming their intention to enter a film in 2007.

Fist Full of Films has been invited to provide content to the Alice Springs Story Wall, an Anglican Church
community project. This year’s finalists will be selected later in the year for screening on an ongoing basis.

The next month sees a flurry of workshop activity as part of the Fist Full of Films Screen Skills Series,
and we hope to see some of you at these fabulous skills development opportunities. Check out the schedule
